* Privileges arising from the MNNA designation under 10 U.S.C.

* Possibility of concluding a Memorandum of Understanding or other formal
agreement with the US Department of Defense. For the purpose of conducting
cooperative research and development projects in defense equipment and
ammunifion.

* Allows companies in an MNNA, as with NATO countries, to bid on contracts
for the maintenance, repair, or overhaul of US Department of Defense
equipment outside the United States.

* Authorises funding for the procurement of explosive detection devices and
other counterterrorism research and development projects under the auspices

of the Department of State's Technical Support.”
